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INTRODUCTION

The contentious Dniester-Nistru region is comprised essentially of a provincial-
level territorial unit in Ukraine (oblast Vinnitsa), three Moldovan district-level
territorial units (raions) and two raions belonging de iure to Moldova but located
beyond the Dniester-Nistru River. The river itself joins and separates the region.
Therefore, it is this region—thusly named Dniester-Nistru—that is suggested as
a productive Euroregion.
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Stakeholders involved in the region continue to struggle to find solutions to
its numerous challenges. The process for finding answers grows more and more
protracted. The application of a Euroregion in Dniester-Nistru can help create a
framework where sustainable solutions are discovered and implemented.

Preliminary work and knowledge of other successful Euroregions suggest
there is opportunity to create a Dniester-Nistru Euroregion that will add value.



Importantly, local stakeholders are already committed and willing to cooperate
as demonstrated in this analysis. As a result, common thematic areas of shared
interest are evident which provides a concrete and realistic starting point.

To be a success, there are desirable preconditions. First, identification of an op-
timized and appropriate legal framework for cooperation is critical and addressed
in this summary. Second, consistent financial support at the local, regional and
EU level is fundamental. This support includes the necessity for foreign partners
to share their professional experience about developing Euroregions and facilitat-
ing cross-border cooperation. Lastly, this is a major national and international
initiative that will require intensive and coordinated lobby activities.

Once implemented the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion can begin to realize the
gains of cross-border cooperation where people can begin to trust each other. Lo-
cal people-to-people gains gain influence at a larger regional or EU level that help
realize sustainable solutions. The Euroregion concept is a viable instrument for
improving relations in such a frozen conflict as the Transnistrian zone. Further,
if successfully implemented, the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion concept can further
support transfrontier cooperation in other areas in and outside the EU.

RATIONAL OF CROSS-BORDER COOPERATION

Origins of the Euroregion Experience: The first instance of Euroregional synergy
was created in Western Europe in the late 1950s and early 1960s. By that time,
distrust typical between Western European countries had begun to diminish. The
first breakthrough in 1958 was achieved by the “Euregio” headquarters agree-
ment established by the Dutch and German governments in the border areas of
the rivers Rhine, Ems and Ijssel. Since then, a number of other institutionalized
cross-border cooperation initiatives were launched in Western and Northern Eu-
rope. Nearly 110 various forms of Euroregional cooperation are in place through-
out Europe today including CEE as well as the Balkan region.

Conditions and Reasons for the Creation of Euroregions: The main recogni-
tion leading to the creation of Euroregions is the fact that certain tasks cannot be
provided efficiently within the constraints of state borders. The divisive charac-
ter of borders often contradicts the natural organizational logic of the spatial ar-



rangement of functions such as health and human services. This problem mainly
impacts areas in border regions where certain functions must be established on
both sides of the border in order to meet the needs of those within the geographi-
cal margins of both countries. Public functions and services such as ambulance
stations, healthcare institutions, fire departments, civil protection and disaster
relief operations or the capacity for sewage treatment are better organized and
maintained if the territorial range of their operations is extended to the border
areas of the neighbouring country as well.

Another vital argument in favour of creating Euroregions is the recognition that
people on both sides of the border actually share more commonalities (e.g., family,
culture, ethnicity, commerce) than divisions. Promoting the concept that people
living in the borderland have much in common helps reduce existing suspicions
and tensions particularly if those issues are due to the general absence of relations.

In the global economy, regions compete primarily with other regions and com-
petition is not necessarily between countries as a whole. This is yet another factor
warranting the invigoration of institutionalized cross-border cooperation and in-
tensifying integration. In order to make any region competitive, it is necessary to
ensure transportation connections and that no part of the region is kept in eco-
nomic isolation.It is in the interest of border regions to increase cooperation with
each other, to enhance competitiveness and diminish the potentially detrimental
effects of their peripheral location.

WHY DNIESTER-NISTRU EUROREGION CAN ADD VALUE

Based on the above rationale, the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion could be a practi-
cal tool for resolving tensions. Administrative, institutional, economic, civil and
other types of local initiatives could naturally be developed using a bottom-up
approach. Local people, economic, institutional and civil society actors are not in-
terested in seeing the conflict prolonged. The area is economically repressed and
underdeveloped. Often the most pressing concern is simply providing the staples
of everyday life. This concern is exacerbated by the difficulty of crossing borders
and the lack of infrastructure. If it is successful, the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion
could also serve as an example for the conflict resolution.



PRELIMINARY WORK FOR DEVELOPING THE REGION

In early 2010, the International Centre for Democratic Transition (ICDT)
launched an initiative where local professionals interviewed local stakeholders in
the prospective area of the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion. Seventy individuals were
interviewed of whom twenty-eight were from Vinnytsia oblast, twenty-seven
were from Floresti, Soldanesti and Soroca raions and fifteen were from Kamenca
and Rybnitsa raions. Local opinion leaders were selected to conduct the inter-
views. These leaders understood the creation of the Euroregion and understood
potential activities directly or indirectly related to the development of cross-bor-
der cooperation. Respondents were representatives of local government (heads
of regional state administration offices and specialized departments), leaders and
managers in the business sector, representatives of local media, local leaders of
influential NGOs and citizens’ groups and managers of cultural and educational
institutions in the regions. Interviews were designed to assess if local political
and economic decision-makers and the community are in a position to have a
significant impact on local residents or whether they would be in such a position
if given a chance to shape the process of cross-border cooperation.

The interviews revealed that there remains a considerable need to develop and
improve collaboration as the present level is currently very low. It is problematic
that very little information from the other side of the border is available both on
the personal or the institutional level and most of the encounters between indi-
viduals tend to be coincidental. It was discovered that adjacent border regions
face similar problems, such as poverty, underdevelopment, low economic activity,
high unemployment and the emigration of young people.

One reason for these problems is that current boundaries do not allow eco-
nomic relations to develop naturally. Also, the lack of cross-border infrastructure
and poor development has a negative impact on the development of economic
and personal relationships. The strict border regime currently in place prevents
the development of cooperation. There have also been reports of authorities ap-
proaching tourists and travellers in unacceptable (“non-European”) ways.

Interviews also illustrated that environmental, nature conservation and flood
control questions are areas where cooperation could be most successful. Tour-
ism was another issue commonly mentioned especially rural and eco-tourism.
Analysis of the interviews and a comparison of the results with other Euroregions
points to the following areas for cooperation:

SWOT analysis findings and overlapping interests

A SWOT analysis was possible as a result of a questionnaire developed by the local
professionals administering the survey. In order to develop a coherent and a well-
founded strategic development plan for the future Euroregion, it was necessary
to survey internal needs, existing processes, problems, dangers, opportunities,
strategies and institutionalized relations. Mapping these internal characteristics
was the objective of the targeted interviews conducted with individuals active in
the region who exert an influence over local developments. As a result, compar-
ing this analysis makes it possible to outline a draft strategic direction for local
cooperation. The following summarizes the overlapping interests of the SWOT
analyses from stakeholders in the:
+ Republic of Moldova: Soroca, Floresti, Soldanesti Sub-Districts
+ Regions beyond Transdniestria: Camenca and Rybnitsa sub-districts
+ Areas in Ukraine: Mogilev—-Podolsky, Yampolsky, Pishchansk counties

It is noteworthy, that commonly held opportunities outweigh the risks and
threats suggesting the genuine promise that this effort holds.

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Common themes and proposed strategic areas for cooperation.

Following the above analysis, opportunities for cooperation are next compared
with the political, economic and legal realities of the region. After a thorough
consideration of external and internal conditions and opportunities, five com-
mon themes developed (i.e., those where positive change is possible and realistic).
These themes serve as a common motive and inform a framework for developing
a Euroregion. They are:

1. Economy Development Cooperation: The objective of economic development
cooperation is to exploit all positive synergies that may come from regional
cross-border cooperation in order to contribute to the development of all as-
pects of regional infrastructure. In particular, this would have a significant im-
pact on the economic life of the region creating jobs leading to more efficient
and diversified education options.

2. Tourism Development Cooperation: Cooperation in tourism offers great po-
tential for the formulation of realistic goals in terms of Euroregional coopera-
tion. Each of the potential partners constituting the Dniester-Nistru Eurore-
gion has a potential in tourism particularly in the field of cultural, medical,
eco- and rural tourism.

3. Infrastructure and Transportation Development Cooperation: Cooperation in
the development of infrastructure and transportation is actually a prerequi-
site for any other form of collaboration. Currently, perhaps the most obvious
obstacle to overcome is the very poor condition of transport infrastructure
and cross-border transport facilities in the region.

4. Environmental and Disaster Management: Cooperation in environmental af-
fairs and nature conservancy could focus on the preservation and revival of
Dniester River flora and fauna, the improvement of water quality and a gen-
eral a protection of the ecosystem. Untreated sewage released into the river
represents a major problem today and has harmful effects on the ecosystem
seriously affecting tourism possibilities. Additionally, the low level of coordi-
nation in flood monitoring, forecasting and control activities along the Dni-
ester River represents a serious problem to be tackled through cooperation.

5. Cooperation Among Communities, Institutions and Individuals: Often ten-
sions between countries and peoples stem from the lack of knowledge about
each other. Development along this theme can build trust and spread the spir-
it of democratic cooperation.
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LEGAL FRAMEWORK FOR COOPERATION:
OPPORTUNITY FOR CONFIDENCE-BUILDING.

Euroregions are a viable instrument for improving relations although it is not
tested in the political environment of a frozen conflict. One of the single greatest
outcomes—and reasons why this instrument will work—is the possibility for the
Dniester-Nistru Euroregion as an opportunity for confidence-building. Establish-
ing contacts and initiating coordination between opposing sides is a fundamen-
tal step in the gradual progress of confidence-building measures even before any
concrete result is achieved in the resolution of the protracted conflict in Transnis-
tria. The unsettled and dormant conflict in the Transnistrian zone would be the
first instance for consideration in a Euroregion initiative.

Therefore, an appropriate legal framework will both neutralize potential ob-
stacles and leverage opportunities to fully realize the benefits of confidence-
building. The exact framework is complex and requires an adapted form of Eu-
roregions. This section reviews the key issues; however, the full study delves into
the detail of each issue and is recommended for further reading

The first key issue—the “Euroregion”—is a widely applicable form of Euro-
pean transfrontier cooperation. This claim is in accordance with Article 2. of the
1980 European Outline Convention on Transfrontier Co-operation between Ter-
ritorial Communities or Authorities where transfrontier cooperation implies
concerted action designed to reinforce and foster neighbourly relations between
territorial communities or authorities. Specifically, in order to introduce a new
dimension into relations and to help bridge the political divide, the possible new
cross-border cooperation framework should include at least one district of the
Transnistrian region of Moldova. The innovation of the entire initiative lies in
the intended composition of the Euroregion which would combine participant
regions from three areas: Ukraine, Moldova proper and Transnistria. The Eurore-
gion would consist of territorial and administrative units from these three politi-
cally distinct sides or parties with all joining the same co-operative framework.

The difference in status between participating sides is a second key issue to
consider. One characteristic obviously specific to the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion
is the inherent tension and difficulty arising from the different international le-
gal statuses of the participating parties. The proposed cooperation structure is
intended to help neutralize the underlying political source of the conspicuous dif-
ferences in the standing of the possible partners.
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Cross-border frameworks aim to operate at the regional level. This serves the
interests of local stakeholder and is not contingent upon the decisions of central
state authorities. As long as local entities willingly set-up a Euroregion within
their own competencies, the involvement of the government should not be re-
quired for purposes of representation, approval or permission. The establish-
ment of a Euroregion with the tripartite participation of counties from Ukraine,
Moldova and Transnistria offers the means to overcome the existing obstacle of
international legal incompatibilities and the asymmetry at the level of interstate
relations between two sovereign states and a separatist territory. In this instance,
the process of establishing the Euroregion must differ from previous iterations
such as the Lower Danube Euroregion (Moldova, Romania and Ukraine) in 2008.
In the case of the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion initiative, the intentions of poten-
tial and willing partners as well as the conditions establishing the Euroregion
should not be enshrined in a formal inter-governmental accord, but rather as a
matter of inter-communal relations spanning political boundaries.

A third key issue: type of legal form. It is recommended that the Dniester-
Nistru Euroregion be established either as a cross-border non-governmental or-
ganisation (association) or a platform (council) comprised of local administrative
territorial units on both sides of the river. These options are further defined:

1. Association: Creates a legal personality. If this “institutional” solution were
chosen, the Euroregion would be characterised as an organisation whose legal
existence is separate from that of its founding and constituting members. It
would have the capacity to act on behalf of all of its members and represent all
participants collectively.

2. Council: Another version applicable to the case of the Moldova-Ukraine-Tran-
snistria triangle is the establishment of a cooperation/coordination council.
This would have no legal personality and would not need to be officially recog-
nised and/or registered in any of the participating jurisdictions to begin op-
erating. This format would exemplify a “contractual” arrangement established
without creating a separate institutional structure to be legally distinguished
from the participants.

The range and definition of participants is a fourth key issue because of unre-
solved sovereignty issues. Therefore, it is advisable to define the organising prin-
ciple of the entire initiative as a common undertaking of local stakeholders active
within a given geographical area (i.e., the Dniester-Nistru River area). By opting
for a more general definition, the range of local partners can be noted according
to their spatial definition. This helps avoid the perception that Transnistrian ad-
ministrative units are of equal legal standing as Ukraine and Moldova.
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Open membership in the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion is a fifth key issue fun-
damental to the desire to deepen engagement in order to reform the current po-
litical climate characterized by distrust. Key tenants are:

+ For the purpose of including Transnistrian municipalities without formally
committing themselves to participation, a flexible membership form of “casu-
al involvement” (observer status) is necessary. This would maintain the pres-
ence of these local entities at the same time offer a formal distinction from
their full participation.

+ Alongside full members, observers could be allowed to participate in the op-
erational meetings of the Euroregion structures. Observer status would of-
fer the possibility of attending all meetings, consulting with members and
discussing matters related to cooperation within the Euroregion framework.
With the exception of decision-making all other aspects of the initiative would
be open to observers. This tenant is critical if the goal of engaging Transnistria
to the fullest extent possible is to be accomplished.

+ The decision on the enlargement of the Euroregion to include an observer or
an entirely new applicant is to be adopted in the plenary forum involving all
participants and would be based on a membership application submitted by
aspirant local authorities.

As the seventh key issue, an appropriate legal form needs to consider deci-
sion-making among participants with unequal weights (i.e., asymmetry based on
size of geographic and population size). It is recommended that the requirement
of full agreement be used which offers minority partners the guarantee that no
decision will be imposed upon them against their will and votes. To avoid an im-
passe, allowances for “qualified consensus” is suggested. This solution provides
for the possibility of abstention by parties who do not wish to participate in the
implementation of a particular decision. Therefore, if a participant does not wish
to agree to a decision because it does not intend to contribute or take part in its
implementation, it will be able to keep a formal distance from the issue without
obstructing the work of other participants.

As a legal framework is adopted, an eighth key issue is for participants to fully
comprehend a Euroregion’s administrative competency. Potential partners in
the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion must understand that these frameworks are not
intended to replace or compete with state institutions instilled with legislative
or executive functions at any level. Even if a Euroregion becomes the preferred
structural expression of transfrontier co-operation, it is never established as a
way to change, constrain or expand any aspect of the competencies and scopes of
authority of participants.
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A ninth key issue concerns the financial funds necessary for the operation of
a Euroregion. Funds come internal (participants/members) and external sources.
Internally, funds collected from membership contributions and by participants
self-financing will fund the region’s activities. Externally, grants, international
development or technical assistance programmes, charitable contributions and
other external financial sources will support activities. Of note, it is recommend-
ed to establish a separate foundation for the development of the Dniester-Nistru
Euroregion. The foundation is solely for the purpose of managing external finan-
cial assistance for the Euroregion. Its work would cover the implementation and
supervision of Euroregion operative tasks and the entire process of application,
allocation and use of external financial instruments.

Alastkey issue concerns the establishment of a Euroregion, which should pro-
ceed along the logical order of steps that define the legal foundations. They are:
1. Inter-community/inter-municipal agreement among local territorial authori-

ties on the establishment of a Euroregion in the form of an association: in

order to conclude an underlying agreement on the establishment of a formal
framework for transfrontier cooperation, the possible partner communities of

a Euroregion along the Dniester-Nistru have to first reach a consensus on the

project’s tasks and resources.

2. Statute (founding charter) of the transfrontier co-operation and development
association/council in the form of the Dniester-Nistru Euroregion: on the ba-
sis of the agreement establishing the Euroregion association, the statute of
the Euroregion can be adopted outlining provisions regarding the main as-
pects of its composition, structure and operation.

CONCLUSION

The contentious Dniester-Nistru region is locked in an unproductive process for
finding solutions to their problems. This is in spite of what this study shows: peo-
ple in the region share opinions about opportunities and demonstrate a desire
to improve their situation. With the appropriate legal framework, consistent fi-
nancial support, outside professional experience and the willingness to lobby for
key changes, a Dniester-Nistru Euroregion can start to create a momentum for
change that can serve the region positively and possibly model an alternative so-
lution to protracted regional conflicts in and outside the EU.
